What is automatic
re-enrolment in PPK?

The automatic re-enrolment in PPK takes place on the basis of Article 23.6
of the Act of 4 October 2018 on employee capital plans. It is carried out every
4 years and the next one will take place on 1 April 2023.

It applies to employed persons aged 18 to 55 who are subject to compulsory pension
and disability pension insurance and who have previously submitted a declaration
to opt out of making contributions to PPK (the declaration will cease apply from
March 2023). The persons who are currently already PPK participants do not need

to re-enrol.

You can only be enrolled in PPK by your employer, who is required to enter into
a PPK operation agreement on your behalf and pay contributions to your PPK account
from 1 April 2023.
